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It is very unfortunate that we have not been able to implement the new procedures with regard to the discussed reorganization of our security at the entrance gate. I have interviewed a number of prospective security applicants, but have not found anyone totally suitable. As this is a really sensitive appointment and keeping in mind the Labour Relations Act, we will have to continue looking. We are aware of the urgency and the need for a earliest solution to our problems. 

The Hockey light poles are being erected on Monday 12th April, and the 2 fields should be ready for play by the middle of the month. We hope that with the start of the new season, our hockey will see new vigour and enthusiasm. The Chairman of the club and the Hockey Committee have been busy in the off- season and have re-negotiating the use of the Schools Astroturf and the amount of free usage thereof. Our own fields are in a much better condition and full use will be possible for all the teams from the first team down. A Ladies 7-a-side Tournament is on this weekend. 

The Cricket section, under Mark Charlton and Chris Cardosa, have been planning to maximize the potential of our extensive and varied fields to offer companies a venue for corporate team building in the form of sporting competitions. This could be in Cricket, Hockey or other games. As we have had already here with Deloitte & Touch.

We are always on the lookout for additional income streams we will throw our expertise behind any scheme designed to better our revenue.

I am always amazed at the great spirit that prevails in and amongst our bowlers. There is such “joie de vivre” and they are having fun. Even if I have to make myself available for gentle moans regularly. Especially our Lady Bowlers are fantastic. [I wish I could find the time to play with them]. It is the most underrated sport ever and most non players would not believe the skill, talent and dedication needed to be even adequate. 

Also a big thank you to them for the support to our Sunday Lunch Buffet. There are always at least 3 tables of Bowlers booked.

If you have a look around our grounds you will see Geoff’s continuous dedication and expertise. Especially the top half of the ground and the gardens around the flats are absolutely beautiful.
